Correct, accurate completion and timely submittal is the responsibility of the organization or entity seeking exempt

status. Failure to timely file correct, accurate and complete application will result in the inability to obtain or renew
exempt status. The application/s must list or become accompanied by a listing of all real and personal property for

which exempt status is sought. The use of your organization’s real and personal property must be described.

Separate, additional applications must be filed for any real or personal property acquired between quadrennial
filings and for which exempt status is sought. Separate, additional applications must also be filed for any real or
personal property previously taxable, but for which exempt status is sought.
