
 

 

 

 

In an effort to keep city streets 
free of debris and properly 
maintained, the Bridgeport 
Police Department will begin 
enforcing the City’s alternate 
side of the street parking 
program. The Department of 
Public Facilities Employees will 
continue with street sweeping 
and maintenance, weather 
permitting, through November 
15. Restricted times for principal 
thoroughfares will be from 
midnight to 7 AM. Parking on 
residential streets will be 

restricted from 7 AM to 4 PM. Cars 
parked in violation of the posted signs will 
be ticketed and/or towed. Copies of the 
alternate side of the street parking 
ordinance are available in the City Clerk’s 
Office—Located in City Hall, Room 204.   

Please observe the color sign in your area. 
Parking or standing will be allowed on the 
even-number side of the streets on even-
numbered days during such periods, and 
parking or standing will be permitted on 
the odd-numbered side of streets on odd-
numbered days.  

ALTERNATE SIDE OF THE STREET PARKING IS IN EFFECT FROM APRIL 1 THROUGH NOVEMBER 15. 

7 AM to 4PM Monday through Friday. 

Please obey alternate side of the street parking signs and help us keep our city clean! Street signs (see below)  indicate restricted times and days. Signs are staggered 
throughout neighborhoods, even if you do not see them, restrictions may be in place. 

Red Section: The red section includes the area 
of the City north of North Avenue (Route 1), 
including North Avenue to Trumbull Town Line 
between Fairfield Town Line East to Route 8/25 
and Seltsam Road from the 1st to the 10th day of 
every month. (North End & North Side of City) 

Blue Section: The blue section includes the 
area of the City south of North Avenue 
(Route 1), but not including North Avenue to 
Ash Creek and Waldemere Avenue between 
Fairfield Town Line east to (but not 
including) Knowlton Street, Water Street and 
including south end of Main Street, from the 
11th to the 20th of every month. (West End, 
South Side & Black Rock) 

Green Section: The green section includes the 
area of the City south of the Trumbull Town 
Line to Pleasure Beach between Beardsley 
Park, Glenwood Avenue and Knowlton Street 
(including Knowlton Street) east to the 
Stratford Town Line from the 21st to the last 
day of every month. (East End & East Side)
