PLEASE BE ADVISED: 

•In an effort to maintain efficiency and assure all city streets have been 
reasonably serviced on time, Crews will not re-route back to streets when 
completed.

Piles should be clear of 
metal, trash, and debris.   

•Residents are reminded that raking leaves into the street increases 
pollution of storm water and may cause flooding by blocking drainage 
structures. Most importantly, piles of leaves in the street are a dangerous 
attraction to young children.
