The meeting was called to order at 6:11PM
Present at the meeting were Commissioners: Castillo, Farrow, Lyons, Cruz, and Brown.  Also present were: Lt. R. Garcia, Sgt. C. Paris, Attorney Laske, Attorney Depiano, and Neil Austin.
Roll call of Commissioners: Castillo, Farrow, Lyons, Cruz, and Brown.
On a motion by Commissioner Cruz and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted to go into executive session at 6:13PM
Public Session: 6:38PM
Item A:
1. O.I.A. Case Number-12I-262: On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted that for the violation sustained in this matter, Police Officer R. Cretella would receive verbal counseling.

2. O.I.A. Case Number-12I-288: On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Farrow, the board unanimously voted to table this matter.

3. O.I.A. Case Number-12I-111: On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted that for the violation sustained in this matter, Police Officer R. Dewitt-Smith would receive verbal counseling.
4. O.I.A Case Number-13I-138: On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted that for the violation sustained
 in this matter, Sergeant S. Lyons would receive verbal counseling.
5. O.I.A Case Number-14I-022: On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Lyons, the board unanimously voted that for the violation sustained in this matter, Police Officer T. Harper and Sergeant A. Rozum would receive verbal counseling.

6. O.I.A. Case Number-12I-111: On a motion by Commissioner Castillo and seconded by Commissioner Farrow, the board unanimously voted to table this matter.

On a motion by Commissioner Farrow and seconded by Commissioner Cruz, the board voted unanimously that the verbal counseling issued in Item A-1, 3, 4 and 5, would not serve as precedent setting or past practice for future Barros/Discipline matters.  The resolution of Item A-1, 3, 4 and 5 is supported by the Office of the City Attorney and Labor Relations.  Furthermore, each police officer in Item A-1, 3, 4 and 5 will engage in verbal counseling with a designated command level staff member of Captain or higher that will address the nature of the complaint, policy violation(s) and corrective measures.  The commanding officer assigned to each case will document the counseling session and present a written report to the board in a timely manner.  The verbal counseling issued in Item A-1, 3, 4 and 5 will not be placed in a parity report or the personnel file of the involved officer.
